Amateo invites submissions to its fourth annual Amateo Award from all participatory
arts projects run by amateur groups across Europe. The deadline for entries is
Monday 31 May at midnight (Central European Time). This year’s winner will
receive a substantial prize of €1,000 and a special title, becoming the Amateo
Ambassador at European scale. The awards ceremony is scheduled to take place in
Milan, Italy, in October 2021.

Given the increased challenges to the arts sector caused by the COVID-19
restrictions, the 2021 Amateo Award will put the spotlight on all the projects (both live
and online) that have found solutions to give participants the chance to be creative,
show off what they do and encourage others to take part. The full terms and
conditions can be found here. Groups can enter their projects to the open call via this
short form.

The Amateo Award 2021 is an opportunity to raise the profile of non-professional
arts groups or creative projects to an international audience and, in turn, to make
connections with participants, policy makers and funders from across Europe.

Every year, the Amateo Award Jury selects five finalists to attend the ceremony and
share more about their projects’ stories to a network of European peers. The winner
of the 2021 award will use the ambassadorship role to facilitate interaction between
newcomers and inhabitants through art and theatre.
